MONTHLY COMMENTARY

The Morningstar LSTA US Leveraged Loan Index (the “Index”) gained 0.85% in March, marking a fifth consecutive monthly gain for the asset class. High yield bonds, investment grade bonds, and Treasuries, as measured
by the ICE BofA US High Yield Index (HOAO), ICE BofA Corporate Index (COAQ), and the ICE BofA Current 10-year Treasury Index (GA10), posted returns of 1.19%, 1.19%, and 0.63%, respectively. On a year-to-date basis,
high yield bonds, investment grade bonds, and Treasuries posted returns of 1.51%, -0.08%, and -1.61%, respectively, while leveraged loans returned 2.46%. A hardening in tone from the Fed late in the quarter, which
reaffirmed the higher-for-longer rhetoric of last year, pressured returns for U.S. Treasuries and investment grade bonds.

Dispersion by credit quality was muted in March, with BB, single B, and CCC & below rated loans returning 0.80%, 0.87%, and 0.90%, respectively. However, on a year-to-date basis, some leveraged loan buyers showed an
increased risk appetite during the period as riskier CCC & below rated loans significantly outperformed higher quality cohorts. Within the Index, BB and single B loans gained 2.00% and 2.45%, respectively, while CCC &
below loans returned 4.46%. Liquid loans, as measured by the Morningstar LSTA US Leveraged Loan 100 Index, underperformed the Index in March (0.54% versus 0.85%). The top performing industries included Health Care
Providers & Services, Pharmaceuticals, and Chemicals, while the performance laggards included IT Services, Diversified Telecommunication Services, and Ground Transportation. 60 of the 62 industries showed a positive
return in March.

Primary issuance activity in the leveraged loan market surged by 85% to $117.9 billion, marking the second highest monthly volume of the past four years behind January’s record $136.1 billion. From a demand standpoint,
gross collateralized loan obligation (CLO) formations totaled $33.0 billion in March in 74 deals, including $18.6 billion in refinancing activity. Two leveraged loan issuers defaulted in March affecting $1.8 billion and the J.P.
Morgan 12-month par-weighted leveraged loan default rate rose 9 basis points (bps) to 1.86%, remaining below the historical average default rate of approximately 3%.

The fourth quarter marked a turning point in many investors’ sentiments as the Fed seemed to soften its rhetoric, with the first talk of potential rate cuts being forecast for 2024. However, inflation deceleration seemed to
stall in the first quarter while a robust labor market and strong gross domestic product (GDP) spurred more hawkish comments from Fed governors, which appeared to dash hopes for imminent rate cuts. While lower rates
remain a possibility this year, the size and frequency of reductions remain open to debate. The balance of the year is likely to remain Fed-focused as an unexpected rise in inflation could spur rates to remain at recent highs,
though a contentious general election and simmering geopolitical risks are sure to garner investor attention as well. The coming months could be a crucial test of market resilience as consumers and corporations continue
to adapt to the “new normal” of high borrowing costs, while geopolitical risks continue to loom large. We continue to monitor developments across industries and the broader economy, seeking to assess the potential impact
on the leveraged loan market. Given the current attractive all-in credit spreads, we believe the leveraged loan market presents compelling relative value opportunities, particularly given high current base rates are likely to
remain elevated for the foreseeable future as any potential Fed rate decreases are likely to be small barring a major catalyst for significant cuts. As we seek to proactively manage the portfolio and trade exposures across our
global platform, our goal remains to safeguard against potential downside risks while concurrently optimizing returns.
